Estimate: $4.5 million

Scope: We are adding a new chiller plant onto the existing 
boiler plant. The building addition is 40’ x 95’ x 24’ with an 
additional 20’ in height for the cooling towers. We are installing 
three 900-ton chillers with a future fourth chiller pending, 
condenser water pumps, and new control systems. The building 
has enormous louver door openings—the largest is 23’ wide x 
16’ tall. 

Challenges: “Working in Williamsburg has made it more 
difficult to find subs that meet our standards,” explains Dan 
Mericle. Cold and snow made the groundwork challenging. And 
due to state funding issues, the job started 3 months late but 
maintained the same completion date.

Many unknowns are also in the mix: the underground system 
that the plant will feed has not yet been completed, so start up 
and commissioning will likely be challenging. Other contractors 
are carrying out this work, so and Dan and his crew have to rely 
on their other contractor’s ability to produce a load for us to 
test our the new equipment. For Martin Horn’s part, Dan says, 
“The job is going well and is on schedule.”
